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A stroll down one main avenue in
B ooklyn finds struggling entrepreneurs
w o are undoubtedly among Caribbean
Americans in the U.S. facing economic
h d times. “It’s a struggle,” said Frantz
M ise, a retailer originally from Haiti. “I
k ow the stuff that sells but I can`t bring
t m in as I would like to. If revenues
n coming in you can’t buy stuff.”

Moise, who works part time and
r s a booth in the Flatbush Canton
Market in Brooklyn, said he survives
t ough the support of the market`s
managers and his retail neighbors. They
m et regularly to discuss ways to
i prove business in the market.

“It's a affecting me, I had to cut back
o my stylists a lot. My clients are not
c ming in the way they use to come in
b cause they have to cut back too. It's
s ary,” Pauline Fairclough, owner of
N w Beginnings Hair Salon on
B ychester Ave in the Bronx.

Jamaican Patricia Wilson, who runs
Salon Selective Beauty Salon on Church
Street in Brooklyn, said she’s unable to
support a full cadre of staff and has def-
initely seen a decline in revenue.
Gesturing around her salon. Wilson
summed it up accurately: “We have
chairs we cannot fill because we don’t
have customers. They don`t have money
to come.”

“America and the world is going
through this crisis and we have to band
together. Caribbean people more than
ever should support your local business
and every Caribbean business to keep
Caribbean families alive. Save your
money because harder times may be
coming and vote Obama because this is
the first time in history that we can make
a difference,” Bobby Clarke, owner of
Irie Jam Radio in New Rochelle.  

“It's not affecting me because death
is something that will always happen,

but its really sad wha’'s happening to
businesses,” Patriece Miller, owner of
Patriece B. Miller Funeral Services. 

“This affects everybody. Right now
my business has gone down about 30 per
cent. People are holding back on spend-
ing because everything has gone up,”
Earl Holmes, owner of West Best Fish
on Standford Ave in Mount Vernon.

Bernard Edwards, who helps his sis-
ter Marilyn Fraser run Remarkable
Flavors Jamaican Restaurant and
Bakery not far from Wilson’s salon,
revealed they were forced to let go of
some employees and drastically cut the
hours of the others. This means a larger
physical burden for the brother and sis-
ter team. “We have to spend more time

here personally,” said Edwards. “We
have to work harder.” 

The Caribbean American Chamber
of Commerce and Industry is reaching
out to small business owners grappling
with the economic crisis. 

CACCI president Roy Hastick said
the crisis has caused business closures,
staff lay-offs and a fall in retail sales
among the Caribbean business commu-
nity, but he sees a positive side to the
problem. “Many businesses are talking
with each other to combine their
resources and to look at new areas of
business, particularly with their
Caribbean counterparts. CACCI has
been encouraging this development,”
said Hastick.

"Jamaica and its CARICOM part-
ners are proposing the international
recognition of CARICOM states as a
special category of Small Vulnerable
and Highly Indebted Middle-Income
countries," Golding added.

He also urges the UN to take the
lead role in tackling the major prob-
lems facing countries at this time, with
particular attention on less developed
nations.

In his maiden address to the UN's
General Assembly on Friday
(September 26) Golding forcefully
warned of the possible fallout if deci-

sive action is not taken to deal with the
major problems immediately.

"We have convened amidst worry-
ing global developments. The hopes of
the new millennium are in danger of
fading as the ideals of international
harmony and shared global prosperity
remain illusive," Golding said.

With several world leaders in
attendance, Golding argued that
despite increasing production and
expanding trade, globalisation has
widened the gap between rich and poor
within and among countries.

According to Golding, the global

economy appears headed for a severe
downturn.

While pointing to developments in
the global financial system, the
increase in oil and commodity prices,
and the escalating food crisis, Golding
argued that the UN was being called
on to protect the most vulnerable.

"The situation requires a collabo-

rative, coordinated, global response,"
Golding said.

In his wide ranging address, the
prime minister also called for interna-
tional aid for Haiti, immediate atten-
tion to the problem of climate change
and the urgent reform of the interna-
tional financial system.

Gov Eliot Spitzer last Friday
pardoned Frederick Lake,

a Jamaican immigrant convict-
ed in a robbery, sparing the
Brooklyn resident from depor-
tation. 

It is Spitzer's first pardon in
a New York tradition of holiday
pardons, clemencies and sen-
tence commutations.

Lake entered the United
States legally in 1987, but was
convicted in 1991 of first-
degree robbery. Spitzer says
Lake has served his six-year
sentence and has been living
with his wife and sons in
Brooklyn since 1997.

"Mr. Lake has fully served
the sentence imposed upon him for his robbery conviction," Spitzer
said. "He had a perfect disciplinary record while in prison, he has had
no other arrests or convictions during his lifetime, and he has been
living safely and without incident in the community for the last 10
years.

"No purpose would be served by separating Mr. Lake from his
many family members who are United States citizens, including his
wife and two young sons," said Spitzer, a former prosecutor.

Lake was convicted in an armed robbery in which $103,000 was
taken from a delivery car in May 1989. Lake, in his trial, presented an
airline ticket and a passport stamp to argue that he was in Jamaica
during the robbery, but the evidence was challenged by an immigra-
tion officer.

Spitzer is continuing a tradition in New York. Former Republican
Gov George Pataki issued 32 clemencies or pardons in his three
terms. 

Former Democratic Gov Mario Cuomo, granted clemency to 35
prisoners during his 12 years in office. By contrast, Democratic Gov
Hugh Carey granted relief to inmates 35 times during his last two
years in office, 1981 and 1982.

Most New York actions involved drug cases in which prisoners
were subjected to long, mandatory sentences for possessing or selling
relatively small amounts of drugs under the Rockefeller-era drug
laws. Those sentences have since been reduced.
